The federal financial regulatory agencies today issued proposed
illustrations of consumer information for certain adjustable-rate
mortgage (ARM) products described in the agencies' Statement on
Subprime Mortgage Lending (Subprime Statement), effective July
10, 2007. The Subprime Statement recommends communications that
ensure consumers have clear, balanced, and timely information about
the relative benefits and risks of certain ARM products. The
illustrations are intended to assist institutions in providing this
information.
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
