Capital Assessment Program 
   

HIGHLIGHTS:  During this period of extraordinary economic uncertainty, the U.S. 

federal banking supervisors believe it to be important for the largest 

U.S. bank holding companies (BHCs) to have a capital buffer 

sufficient to withstand losses and sustain lending even in a 

significantly more adverse economic environment than is currently 

anticipated. In keeping with this aim, the Federal Reserve and other 

federal bank supervisors have been engaged in a comprehensive 

capital assessment exercise--known as the Supervisory Capital 

Assessment Program (SCAP)--with each of the 19 largest U.S. BHCs. 
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
