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In December 2013, 4.99 percent of loans in the United 
States were seriously delinquent (delinquent 90 days 
or more or in foreclosure). 

The share of seriously delinquent loans decreased 
43 basis points (bps) in the United States between 
September 2013 and December 2013. Loans that 
are delinquent 90 days or more decreased 24 bps; 
foreclosures decreased 19 bps.
